	After Reading Strategy:  Inferencing Trash – Students will be told a background story for the exercise.  
     “A new neighbor has moved next door, but they have not introduced themselves yet.  In a recent storm, their trash can fell over and spilled onto your yard.  You can see and read some of the items. Write a list of these items and how they might help you learn about your neighbor.”
     In their Writing Section, Students will take notes about what they find in the “Trash”.  They will share and discuss notes in their table groups for a few minutes.  
Assignment:   Then as individual work, they will use their notes to write a paragraph about what they can “Infer” about who their new neighbors are and what they are like.  Students will be given directions that the paragraph MUST 1) have 6-8 sentences which each begin with a different word, 2) have a topic sentence and 3 supporting details, 3) answer the question.
