In your LA Notebook Writing Section: Use your answer to write a topic sentence.  Then find and write as bullets 3 supporting details from the text.  Next write a 6-8 sentence paragraph that persuades your reader.  
Assignment:   Then as individual work, they will use their notes to write a paragraph about what they can “Infer” about who their new neighbors are and what they are like.  Students will be given directions that the paragraph MUST 1) have 6-8 sentences which each begin with a different word, 2) have a topic sentence and 3 supporting details, 3) answer the question.
