	During Reading Strategy “Too Many Tamales” Book – Can students apply what they have learned to making inferences about this book?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Students will have “Think Between the Lines” bookmark/graphic organizer.  Teacher will go over entire graphic organizer and directions.  Teacher will assign students (in groups) a character (different one for each group) and they will write the name in “Strategy 2” or just write “Maria” for Tamales.  Then students will fill in the organizer for “Strategies 1 to 4”as the teacher reads out loud.  1) Discussion about cover 2) Read until page with Maria wiping her hands looking at ring.  Ask, “What will Maria do next?” 3) Read until Maria is sitting with her cousins and shouts, “The ring!”  Ask, “What is Maria thinking or feeling?” and “Where do you think the ring is?”  What can we infer happened?  Use info from the text.  Have you been in similar situation?  Finish book.  “Why do you think each child takes just one bite of the final tamale?” Info from text and prior knowledge.  Do you think that the cousins enjoyed helping Maria find the ring?”  “What cheers Maria up at the end of the story?”
