BOOK STATION 1 – “HOW TO” STATION: “Following Directions”
HOW TO MAKE AN ORIGAMI WALLET ACTIVITY
TASK: (SEE DIRECTIONS AT STATION)
Follow-up: Use the computers in your room to research the history of origami. Write two facts to share with your class. Work in groups of two. 
BOOK STATION 2 – LETTERS: “Read a Letter, Write a Letter”
Characteristics of Letters: communication in writing to another person or a group of persons; also called correspondence. 
TASK: (SEE DIRECTIONS AT STATION)
Students will choose one letter from the kit to read. Students will flip the letter over and complete ONE activity independently in their LA notebooks (under Classwork).
BOOK STATION 3 – SPEECHES: “Famous Speeches” for Extra Enrichment
Classwork:
A) Choose one speech from the stack to read. Think about your speech. Write one sentence for each question below in your Notebook.
Who is this speech by? Where did this speech take place?
What was the main idea? How did they want their audience to react?
When did this speech take place? Why is this speech important? 
B) Discuss your speech with assigned partner for 2 minutes. 
C) Discuss the role of speeches with entire table for 2 minutes.
D) Write three questions that you have about the topic of the speech in the Classwork section of your Notebook. Read quietly when you have finished.
BOOK STATION 4 – NEWSPAPER ARTICLES: “American Idol Winner - Scotty”
Classwork:
A) Read the provided article and read. Think about your article. Write one sentence for each question below in your Notebook. 
Who is this article/story about? Where did this take place?
What did they accomplish? How did they accomplish it?
When was it completed? Why is this important? 
B) Discuss your article with assigned partner for 2 minutes. 
C) Discuss the role of news articles with entire table for 2 minutes.
D) Write three questions that you have about the topic of the article in the Classwork section of your Notebook. Read quietly when you have finished.
BOOK STATION 5 – BOOKS, BOOKS, BOOKS
If your book is a BIOGRAPHY or an AUTOBIOGRAPHY Then:
Characteristics of Biography: Book written about an individual by someone else with events in time order. 
Characteristics of Autobiography: Book written by the author about their own life with events in time order. 
Classwork:
A) Choose one book from the stack and read 3 pages. Think about your book. Write one sentence for each question below in your Notebook (or copy the questions & write a short answer for each question.)
Who is this person? Where do/did they live?
What are their special skills? How did they learn those skills?
When did they use those skills? Why are their contributions important? 
B) Discuss book with assigned partner for 2 minutes. 
C) Discuss Genre with entire table for 2 minutes.
D) Write three questions that you have about the topic of the book in your Notebook. Read quietly when you have finished.
If your book is INFORMATIONAL (includes “HOW TO”) Then:
Characteristics of Informational: Book providing facts about a particular subject or topic. 
Classwork:
A) Choose one book from the stack and read 3 pages. Think about your book. Write one sentence for each question below in your Notebook.
Who is involved? Where does this take place?
What can this accomplish? How is it accomplished?
When does this take place? Why is this important? 
B) Discuss book with assigned partner for 2 minutes. 
C) Discuss Genre with entire table for 2 minutes.
D) Write three questions that you have about the topic of the book in your Notebook. Read quietly when you have finished.
BOOK STATION 6 – TEXT FEATURES (CUT AND PASTE ACTIVITY)
THE BIGGER, THE BETTER
Classwork:
Search for various features and then cut them out and affix them to paper provided at the station. Look for Title, Subtitle, Deck, Subheadings, Bolded Words, Photographs, Maps, Diagrams, and others listed in your non-fiction notes. Draw an arrow and label each text feature.
Make a collage of text features. Each group of two will have one page of construction paper.
